We recognise that this can be both an exciting and anxious time for you as your child is preparing to start ‘big school’. To help your child prepare for school, we have uploaded video messages from the F2 staff, a video tour of the classroom, as well as story time videos that we hope your child will enjoy. Full transition and handover from your child’s nursery/preschool will take place before the end of term to ensure that our class teachers have gathered important education, pastoral and medical information.
