10 000 000 and determine the value of each 
digit 
…use negative numbers in context, and calculate 
intervals across zero 
…solve problems involving addition and 
subtraction,  
…multiply multi-digit numbers up to 4 digits by a 
two-digit whole number using the formal 
written method of long multiplication  
…multiply one-digit numbers with up to two 
decimal places by whole numbers 
…divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit 
number using the formal written methods of 
short division and long division  
…identify common factors, common multiples 
and prime numbers  
…use our knowledge of the order of operations 
to carry out calculations involving the

…understand that light appears to travel in straight 
lines  
…use the idea that light travels in straight lines to 
explain that objects are seen because they give out or 
reflect light into the eye  
…explain that we see things because light travels from 
light sources to our eyes or from light sources to 
objects and then to our eyes  
…use the idea that light travels in straight lines to 
explain why shadows have the same shape as the 
objects that cast them, and to predict the size of 
shadows when the position of the light source 
changes.
